 AAQI – Alzheimer's Art Quilt Initiative - a note from Sherry Herringshaw
River City Quilt Guild of Baton Rouge has issued a challenge to all GSQA guilds to make priority quilts (small quilts, no larger than 9x12 inches) for the Alzheimer Art Quilt Initiative.  www.alzquilts.org 

We would like your guild to participate in this worthy project. GSQA is providing hanging space for these quilts at their quilt show in April 2012. Our plans are to hang at least 5 quilts from each participating guild and as many more as space allows.  One Viewer’s Choice ribbon will be given an AAQI Priority Quilt.

All rules and forms can be found on the GQSA web page http://gulfstatesquilting.org/   under the quilt show icon.  We are asking each participating guild to appoint a contact person who will collect all quilts and registration materials and send them to our designated contacts by the April 7, 2012 deadline.  River City will register the quilts with AAQI and send them to Ami Simms.  No quilts will be returned to the participating guilds.  All will be donated to the AAQI on-line auction.
