        This event is sponsored to benefit Quilts of Valor, a community service org., that every month has 150 requests for quilts to be presented to wounded soldiers. You can help fulfill that need through your participation in the Jelly Roll 1600! 
        Basically, the quilter sews a jelly roll pack (40 strips) into one single length.  The ends are mitered or butted together (like binding). It measures about 1600 inches.  First, on one end only, cut off an 18 in. strip. This will stagger the miter joints. Then the 2 ends of the strip are seamed together on the long sides to make a 2-layer strata. At the end of the strata, the connected end loop is snipped in half, then the strata lies flat.  The process is repeated and the strata grows (doubles), 4 layers, 8 layers, etc.  Eventually a "Lasagna Lap Quilt" is the result.  Big prize for whoever finishes first!!  Want to see how it's done?   look at  http://www.quilt-video.com/2011/02/18/jelly-roll-quilt-race-lasagna-quilt/
        You may use a purchased jelly roll or "roll your own" or WW will supply a jelly roll for you, but you have to sign up to participate in the race.  Please come visit the event for funsies, door prizes, refreshments, etc. You do not have to sew. You may also help by rotary cutting a portion of the WW stash into 2.5 inch strips.

        This is going to be a fun‑filled day. Lunch will be provided and there will be lots of door prizes.  Come join in the fun.  Cheer on your favorite quilter.  See who finishes first!!  Side bets are optional.
